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A modular account of a lexical item with multiple constructional

realizations: The case of ar(u) (fTIRFE—IK)
In this talk, I focus on constructions involving the copula ar(u) in
Japanese and their counterparts in English, and pursue a modular
account of them, referring crucially to the issue of have/be
alternation. Specifically, 1 investigate four cases in Japanese in
which a single lexical item yields two different grammatical uses,
namely, existential/locational and possessive uses of ar(u), active
and passive uses of ar(u)-perfective constructions, direct and
indirect rare(ru)-passives, and “change of location” and “change
of possession” uses of verbs of giving, and show that they all
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
